INSTALLATION

1. Pre-assemble flue extension and short flue extension sup-
port bracket with 4 sheet metal screws provided before
mounting on unit.

NOTE: Where flue extension and short flue extension support
bracket connect there are 2 screws on the underside. See Fig. 1.

2. Remove existing flue hood from unit. Save screws.

3. Remove first screw from bottom left of center post on
unit. See Fig. 2. Save screw for later use.

4. Position flue extension over flue opening. Align the two
open slots on the top and bottom flange of flue extension
with holes from previously removed screws in Step 2.
Using screws removed in Step 2, secure flue extension
through open slot of flue extension and into holes where
screws were removed in Step 2.

5. Secure short flue extension support bracket to center post
with the screw removed from center post in Step 3.

6. Secure flue extension through clearance holes in flange
with 8 self-tapping screws provided. These screws are in
addition to the screws secured in Step 4. See Fig. 2.

7. Secure short flue extension support bracket to center post
with 1 self-tapping screw provided. This screw is in addi-
tion to the screw secured in Step 5. See Fig. 2.

8. From top of center post, remove second and fourth
screws. Save screws to use in next step. See Fig. 2.

9. After screws are removed (in previous step) attach the 2
medium supports.

NOTE: Be sure the drip edge (bent edge) is facing down. See
Fig. 2.

10. Position flue stack over flue extension and medium sup-
port brackets. Secure flue stack to medium support brack-
ets and flue extension with 4 sheet metal screws provided.
See Fig. 3.

11. Secure bottom of flue stack to flue extension with 8 sheet
metal screws provided. See Fig. 3.

12. Remove 4 screws securing 2 posts to top cover. Save
screws. See Fig. 3.

13. Attach the 2 long support brackets to top cover with
screws saved in previous step.

NOTE: The slot in the long support brackets aligns with the
two screw holes in top cover.

14. Attach the other end of the 2 long support brackets to the
flue stack using 4 sheet metal screws provided. See
Fig. 4.
