INTRODUCTION

The plenum accessory directs the air discharge from a
packaged air-handling unit directly into the room space. The
plenum accessory can only be used on air-handling units
that are vertically installed. See Fig. 1.

The return-air grille accessory (Fig. 2) provides a deco-
rative barrier for the return air inlet on packaged air-
handling units without return air ducts. Return-air grilles
can be used on air-handling units that are vertically or hor-
izontally installed. Mounting screws are included in the ac-
cessory kit.

INSTALLATION

Complete Pre-Installation Checks — Remove ac-
cessory packaging and inspect shipment. File claim with
shipping company if accessory is damaged. Contact manu-
facturer if shipment is incomplete.

Mount Plenum — With the unit oriented vertically,
refer to Fig. 1 and 3 and perform the following steps:

1. Remove all screws from the top edge of the unit’s front,
back, and sides. Retain screws.

2. Place the plenum on top of the unit so that the bottom
flanges on the plenum box overlap the front, back and
sides of the unit. Orient the discharge air opening to-
wards the front or back of the unit, as desired. Align the
screw holes in the plenum base with those in the top of
the unit.

3. Reinstall the screws removed in Step 1 through the base
of the plenum into the unit. Tighten screws.

4. Install the unit as described in the base unit installation
instructions and adjust the plenum grille louvers to di-
rect the airstream as desired.
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Mount Return-Air Grille — Refer to Fig. 2 and 3

and perform the following steps:

1. For vertical installations, reposition the panel covering sory kit.
the front return-air opening to the bottom of the unit, 3. Install the unit as described in the base unit installation
using the same screws. instructions.
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2. With the inside of the grille’s mounting flange facing
the unit, place the grille over the return-air opening and
fasten it in place with the screws supplied in the acces-
